Winners will be honored at a special luncheon reception where they will receive their “West
Virginia Farming Heritage Award,” treated to a day at the Fair including overnight accommodations, free
admission, and preferred parking, and a Natural Stone award for indoor or outdoor display.

The
photo will need to be sent to the fairgrounds by July 2, 2010.
